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Amendments to FY 2011-2014 Transportation Improvement Program of the 

Coastal Region Metropolitan Planning Organization (CORE MPO)  
 

August 2010 
 

In late July the Georgia Department of Transportation (GDOT) proposed that some revisions need 

to be made to the FY 2011-2014 TIP. The proposed changes involve various projects in terms of 

their cost estimates, development schedule, scope change, and inclusion in or deletion out of the 

TIP. The City of Savannah made a request in August to add three projects from Project DeRenne to 

the TIP. At the same time the MPO would like to program some funds in the TIP for GDOT 

oversight for the three ARRA (American Recovery and Reinvestment Act) studies that the MPO is 

conducting. 

 

In order to process these proposed changes, the MPO started the TIP amendment process which 

comprises of advertising and a fifteen day public comment period. The amendment proposal was 

advertised in the Savannah Morning News on August 8 and August 15, 2010 and was posted on the 

MPO website.  The comment period started on August 11 and closed on August 25, 2010. 

 

On August 12, 2010 GDOT notified the MPO that there would be five more changes made to the 

TIP. Five of the projects previously programmed in the FY 2010-2013 TIP did not get the funds 

authorized in fiscal year 2010, so they need to be rolled over to FY 2011 and have to be included in 

the FY 2011-2014 TIP. Since the rollover is project shifting within TIP years, GDOT considers 

them to be administrative modifications. According to the TIP amendment process, the 

administrative modification process consists of a monthly list of notifications from GDOT to all 

involved parties, with change summaries sent on a monthly basis to the FHWA and FTA by GDOT. 

The MPO added these projects to the proposed TIP amendment materials for public comment.  

   

The MPO followed the amendment process in August and adopted the proposed TIP amendments 

and administrative modifications at the August 25, 2010 CORE MPO Board meeting. The following 

outlines the specific TIP amendments and administrative modifications as well as the detailed 

project pages. The signed resolution for the TIP amendments and the associated public participation 

materials are also included in this document.
