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Executive Summary
The Chatham County Phase One Historic Resources Survey was performed as part of an effort to continue the 
comprehensive survey of Chatham County initiated in 2021 as part of the Coastal Historic Survey, which surveyed 
unincorporated areas in all six coastal counties in Georgia with funding from federal Harvey, Irma, and Maria (HIM) disaster 
relief dollars. The Coastal Historic Survey recorded resources in unincorporated areas within the county bounds, moving 
east to west. As a result, much of west Chatham County was left unsurveyed due to limited funds. This survey attempted 
to “pick up” where this survey left off. Surveyors Kiersten Connor and Rebecca Fenwick of Ethos Preservation surveyed 
a total of 248 buildings, structures, sites, and objects constructed before 1983 in western Chatham County. Kiersten 
Connor and Ethos’ Public Historian Kim Campbell composed the developmental history section of this report. The survey 
was funded through a 2023 Certified Local Government (CLG) Survey and Planning grant from the Georgia Historic 
Preservation Division (HPD) that was matched by Chatham County. The project was overseen by Chatham County-Savannah 
Metropolitan Planning Commission (MPC) Preservation Planner Caitlin Chamberlain. All fieldwork and data entry was 
completed by Kiersten Connor and Rebecca Fenwick.

An intensive-level field survey was conducted by Ethos Preservation between November 2023 and March 2024. Secretary 
of the Interior qualified Architectural Historians Kiersten Connor and Rebecca Fenwick conducted the survey to include 
high-quality digital photography and field recorded data into GNAHRGIS. Each GNAHRGIS data entry included a minimum 
of two photographs. A large-scale map of the survey area (1” = 200’) has been included with points illustrated for 
each surveyed resource to include the associated GNAHRGIS entry number. The map is on file with the Georgia Historic 
Preservation Division (HPD). Appendix 1 lists each resource’s GNAHRGIS number, address, National Register status, current 
use, date of construction, resource type and subtype, and architectural style (where applicable). 

The results of this project are the completion of data entry of the 247 resources surveyed in GNAHRGIS, a survey map at 
1” = 200’ scale, and this survey report. A hard copy of the map and report, as well as a digital copy on USB, are on file at 
MPC and with HPD.
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Phase One of the Chatham County Historic 
Resources Survey was conducted in an 
effort to comprehensively identify and survey 
an estimated 241 resources to include 
buildings, structures, sites, and objects 
constructed before 1983 in Chatham 
County, Georgia. The survey boundary 
included the westernmost portion of 
Chatham County, hugging the county line 
west of Highway 17 (Figure 1).

At the start of the project, the area for 
survey proposed was bounded by the county 
line to the south, Bush Road to the west, 
Quacco Road to the north, and Interstate 95 
to the east. After surveying this area, it was 
determined that not enough extant historic 
resources were present to meet the survey 
quota of 241 resources. It was determined 
that the survey bounds could be expanded 
to allow for more resources to be surveyed. 
As a result, the revised survey boundary 
became the southern and westernmost 
county lines, Interstate 16 to the north, and Highway 17 to the east (Figure 1). Survey of this area was begun, culminating 
within the 1970s subdivision of Larchmont Estates on Quacco Road, which was partially surveyed. A total of 247 resources 
were identified as a part of field work. Areas within the revised boundary that were left unsurveyed include a portion of the 
Larchmont Estates subdivision and the rest of the area north of Quacco Road and Highway 17 as a whole. 

In total, the survey recorded 240 buildings, 5 sites, 1 structure, and 1 object. As part of this, 6 existing entries into the 
Georgia Natural, Archaeological, and Historic Resources Geographic Information System (GNAHRGIS) were updated. No 
previous GNAHRGIS entries were recorded as lost or demolished; however GNAHRGIS entry #5758 was not visible from 
the street and therefore not surveyed or updated. It is unknown if this resource remains extant. Notably, the areas surveyed 
included the historic community of Bethel, a fish camp known as Fort Argyle Landing, and a portion of the Savannah and 
Ogeechee Canal (National Historic Landmark, NRIS #97000814). With the exception of the canal, no other resources 
listed to the National Register are located within the survey bounds. 

Previous surveys completed in the area include the 1993 Chatham County Historic Resources Survey completed by Beth 
Reiter and Elizabeth “Chica” Arndt and the 2022 Coastal Historic Survey, which only surveyed a portion of the survey 
bounds. Significant archaeological investigation has been performed in the area related to Section 106 compliance, to 
include the March 2007 Archaeological Resources Survey of Bush Road by Brockington and Associates and the August 
2021 Cultural Resources Survey Update and Assessment of Effects (AOE) on the Savannah and Ogeechee Canal by the 
Cobblestone Residential Development.

Section I
PROJECT DESCRIPTION

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Previous preservation projects within the survey bounds include a historic resource survey that was completed in 1993 of 
unincorporated Chatham County funded by the State Historic Preservation Office and the Chatham-Savannah Metropolitan 
Planning Commission. Other notable preservation work includes the rehabilitation completed with public dollars of the 
Savannah and Ogeechee Canal as well as numerous improvements to privately owned resources, the majority of which are 
residences; and the maintenance and upkeep of the three churches and four cemeteries over 40 years of age within the 
survey bounds. 

At the county-wide level, Chatham County reinstalled commissioners for the Chatham County Historic Preservation 
Commission in 2023. 

Section 2
SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS PRESERVATION PROJECTS
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Chatham County is located south of the Savannah River on the Atlantic Coast of Georgia. The terrain is largely flat 
throughout the Georgia Coastal Plain, and the soil is generally of a fine sandy texture. It is a subtropical climate zone. 

Archaeological surveys have been performed in the county revealing the abundance of settlements and Native American 
presence from as far back as pre-historic times.1 When the Spanish arrived on the coast of Georgia in the sixteenth century 
to establish Catholic missions, the Guale people were living in what is today coastal Chatham County. European diseases 
killed many of the Guale people, but the Yamasee, a descendant group of the Guale people of the sixteenth century, were 
living in this area when General James Edward Oglethorpe arrived in 1733.2

By the late seventeenth century, Spain and England both claimed the land that would become Chatham County, and 
both countries referred to what is now Georgia as the “debatable land.” Despite these claims, neither colonial power had 
a permanent presence in the area geographically until the English established Georgia in 1733.3 The English designed 
Georgia as a military buffer colony, but the government outsourced the founding and management of the colony. Savannah 
included lots for residents and small gardens, but the citizens were also expected to farm plots outside of the town itself. 
Many of these original farm parcels lie in what are today’s city limits of Savannah.4

Originally, no colonist could acquire more than 500 acres of farmland in Georgia. This prohibition by the Trustees was 
aimed at preventing “idle” class of landowners profiting off the labor of enslaved Africans. However, colonists receiving 
500 acres of farmland were required to sponsor ten indentured servants, presumably to help cultivate this land. After the 
Trustee period ended in 1752, there was no longer a limit on how much land an individual or family could acquire, and 
Georgians and South Carolinians began to acquire large tracts for use as plantation labor sites.5 

The Trustees divided the colony into two counties for administrative purposes in 1741. The area between the Savannah 
River and the Ogeechee River was Savannah County, and the area between the Ogeechee River and Spanish Florida was 
Frederica County. Savannah County was later divided into parishes before Georgia adopted its first state constitution in 
1777, leading to the formation of Chatham County as one of the state’s eight original counties.6 

Despite the Trustees attempts to prevent African slavery upon their arrival in 1733 and even after the legal ban was placed 
in 1735, African people were enslaved in Georgia.7 Georgians also enslaved Indigenous people from the colony’s founding, 
since it was never prohibited. However, there were never as many enslaved Indigenous people in the Georgia colony as 
there had been in South Carolina prior to the Yamasee War, which kept the demand to lift the ban on African slavery high.8 
In 1750, the Trustees agreed to lift the ban on African slavery in Georgia, with the new law going into effect on January 1, 
1751. This official sanction simply legalized practices that were already occurring in the colony.9

Section 3
DEVELOPMENTAL HISTORY
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The land in western Chatham County was ideal for agriculture. The land along the Savannah River was used to cultivate rice, 
indigo, cotton, tobacco, and other crops, although rice was by far the most profitable crop in this region.10 With Georgia’s 
ban on slavery repealed in 1750, and South Carolina’s booming rice industry, the timing was perfect for Georgia farmers 
to operate profitable rice plantations. During these early decades, rice was grown in tidal rivers as well as inland freshwater 
swamps. The Ogeechee River is one of the four principal rice rivers in coastal Georgia, and it allowed for the easy irrigation 
of many rice plantations.11 

By the 1770s, many residents of Chatham County opposed British taxation, as other North American colonists did. 
However, a number of planters with plantation labor sites in western Chatham County remained loyal to King George III 
throughout the conflict. These men had prospered 
under royal rule and did not see quibbles over 
taxation as a good reason to leave the British 
empire entirely.12 These loyalists had their land 
confiscated by the State of Georgia. Sheftall 
Sheftall, a major real estate speculator in the 
area, sold many of these tracts in the 1790s.13

As agricultural output increased in this area, 
landowners demanded more efficient means 
to transport these commodities to market in 
Savannah. The Savannah-Ogeechee Canal was 
built between 1826 and 1830, and it linked the 
Ogeechee River to the Savannah River, allowing 
relatively quick access to the port of Savannah. 
Barges transported rice, cotton, timber, bricks, 
and other goods.14 Shortly after the canal’s 
completion, the railroad superseded it as the 
most efficient means for moving goods. With Savannah’s deep water port and the convergence of multiple rail lines, 
Chatham County remained an ideal place to cultivate crops and quickly ship them to market.15

By 1850, the Bethel Community had formed. The 1860 Census noted that five Gould families lived and farmed in this 
rural community.16 The community worshiped together and would eventually form a school together in the twentieth 
century.17 Resources associated with this history that remain on the landscape include the Jacob Fox Gould House 
House (GNAHRGIS #5749), the Carrie-Gould House (GNAHRGIS #5749), the Gould-Fawcett Schoolhouse (GNAHRGIS 
#291669), Bethel Church (GNAHRGIS #289108), and Bethel Cemetery (GNAHRGIS #5750). 

The area known as “Black Ankle” was situated to the west and north of the Ogeechee Canal, along the sand hill section 
east of the Ogeechee River. According to tradition, this region was settled by people who crossed the Savannah River from 
South Carolina. Over several generations, families with familiar names such as Dickerson, Horning, Tillman, Carter, Wise,

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and Stoke were raised in this area.18

Plantations and farms were scattered across the higher 
ground and during the Civil War, the area played a 
role with the establishment of defense and division 
lines throughout before the capture of Savannah.19 
Landowners, particularly those that enslaved African 
Americans to work their land, prospered during the 
antebellum period. Once emancipation was enforced 
after the end of the Civil War, African Americans had 
to choose between working for meager wages in the 
same places they had been enslaved or seek their own 
land. 

During 1868-69, as rice field laborers in the Low 
Country of South Carolina and Georgia went on 
strike for improved conditions, former enslaved 
African Americans in Ogeechee Neck (12 miles 
south of Savannah) staged a revolt, seizing land 
that was originally cultivated by their ancestors as 
rice fields. Armed and distributing manifestos, they 
aimed to overthrow the ruling plantation class and 
redistribute the land among those formerly enslaved. 
They organized into military units using weapons 
confiscated from Savannah. The rebellion was halted 
when both civil and federal military authorities 
intervened. Subsequently, 143 rebel forces were 
arrested, 116 were tried, and five were convicted on 
charges such as insurrection, armed robbery, and 
assault with intent to murder. Initially sentenced to five years of hard labor, they were later granted clemency by Republican 
Governor Rufus Bullock.20

The Arkwright family established their farm in Chatham County by 1880,21 and the family continued to work this land 
through at least the 1920s.22 Like the Arkwrights, many African Americans chose to establish small communities during 
Reconstruction. In a 1969 sketch of the area “Little Ogeechee,” as it existed in 1890, a “Negro Settlement” is shown 
along Fort Argyle Road (Figure 3).23 The Arkwright property at 14 Arkwright Lane is located in the same area (GNAHRGIS 
#289257). In Chatham County, the only remaining physical evidence of the other settlements that existed are cemeteries 
such as Sand Hill (Figure 4) and Gun Hill or Gum Hill Cemeteries (Figure 5).24 These cemeteries were inaccessible during 
this survey despite communication with the property owner.

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While rice cultivation was no longer profitable 
enough for large landowners who now had to pay 
their workers, timber and truck farming turned 
into a major industry in Chatham County. Plentiful 
pine forests were harvested, and the Savannah-
Ogeechee Canal experienced a boom in the 1870s 
due to shipping timber. In addition to entire logs, 
the production of naval stores was a major industry 
in the latter half of the nineteenth century. Blue Sky 
Reserve, which is a wildlife conservation area today, 
was a major timber mining area during this period. 

The effects of the Great Depression were not 
immediately felt in 1929 in rural areas, such as 
outlying parts of Chatham County. Many of these 
areas were already economically depressed, and 
it took some time before the additional impacts 
were felt. In 1933, the Civilian Conservation 
Corps (CCC) directly impacted the environment of 
Chatham County through its Camp Ogeechee, near 
Bloomingdale. The CCC was one of several “alphabet 
soup agencies” that were part of President Franklin 
Delano Roosevelt’s New Deal programs designed to 
put Americans back to work. This CCC camp hired 
young white men between the ages of 18 and 25 
to construct service roads, firebreaks, and generally 
manage 100,000 acres of forest land. The camp 
was active from 1933 to 1937.25

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During World War II, factories in Chatham County and Savannah produced a wide variety of war materials, including: 
asphalt, boxes, paper, bomb casings, and trailers. These materials were shipped abroad via the port of Savannah.26

Wider Chatham County saw very limited development in the 1920s, 1930s, and 1940s. Following World War II, a period 
of economic prosperity led to significant economic growth. American cities were experiencing considerable geographic 
expansion, driven by factors such as the Federal Housing Administration’s low-interest loan guarantees and increased 
federal funding for suburban road construction by the Federal Highway Administration. As a result, suburbs rapidly 
emerged with new residential subdivisions, sparking a surge in demand for commercial areas.27 West Chatham County’s 
construction began to increase in the 1950s, but it did not increase rapidly in this area until the 1970s, as evidenced in 
the development of over two hundred houses as part of the Larchmont Estates subdivision.

Historically, Chatham County served as the primary population and economic focal point of the region. However, there has 
been notable population expansion in Effingham and Bryan counties in recent years due to increased suburbanization. 
The presence of highways and cost-effective land in these areas has played a role in fueling this growth.28 Between 2010 
and 2020, the US Census recorded an 11% increase in population throughout Chatham County. Much of this growth 
occurred in the western section of the county. This part of the county was long rural but has more recently developed into a 
suburban area.29 

The unincorporated region of Chatham County has seen a significant surge in commercial and industrial development, 
which has led to a growing need for housing to accommodate the influx of workers. In response, housing developments 
are favoring smaller lots to increase development density. Unfortunately, this rapid growth is resulting in the gradual 
disappearance of the rural landscape in West Chatham County, while long-term residents are experiencing negative effects 
from the expanding industrial and commercial presence.30

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Methodology

The survey methodology employed as part of Phase One of the Chatham County Historic Resources Survey can be broken 
down into three cross-pollinating parts: archival research, field survey, and the recording of information. All three informed 
the final survey report. Survey work performed adhered to the Georgia Historic Resources Survey Manual provided by the 
Historic Preservation Division as well as National Register Bulletin 24: Guidelines for Local Survey: A Basis for Preservation 
Planning.

Survey fieldwork was completed by vehicle and on foot by Kiersten Connor and Rebecca Fenwick moving north to south 
through the original survey bounds. At the start of the survey, a preliminary analysis of the survey area was conducted 
to include considerations for the different types of historic resources, locations of major concentration areas, and the 
general periods and patterns of development. Following this, an intensive field survey was performed in which all resources 
constructed before 1983 were photographed and a GNAHRGIS entry completed on multiple dates over the course of 
several months. All survey data can be viewed online at www.gnahrgis.org.

Due to the rural nature of the area of survey and the forty year age mark required for eligibility for inclusion in the survey, 
many parcels within the survey area were not recorded either due to absence of any above ground resources and/or due 
to age. Because few resources meeting survey criteria existed within the original survey bounds, a larger survey area was 
identified mid-project to allow for more resources to be surveyed. 

Background research was limited to the enlarged survey bounds and placed within the larger context of local, state, 
and national trends. Information gathered allowed for a greater understanding of the individual resources surveyed and 
informed the developmental history of Western Chatham County. 

The developmental history was also informed by formal interviews and several impromptu ones. Information was verified 
with primary and secondary sources whenever possible.

Ethos Preservation performed an intensive field survey over staggered dates between October 2023 and May 2024. Data 
recorded in the Chatham County Board of Tax Assessors database was consulted for determination of property lines, 
building sketches, estimated year built data, and addresses. A minimum of two high-quality digital photographs were made 
of each resource surveyed. When surveyed, principal buildings with historic outbuildings meant that multiple resources 
were recorded. One historic cemetery (possibly two) was not recorded within the survey bounds due to inaccessibility. 
Contact was made with the owner but access was not granted. 

While not intended, it is possible that a historic resource may have inadvertently been omitted from survey, as a result of 
changes to its architectural or physical character, or related to its borderline age. It is believed that the vast majority of 
historic resources located within the survey area have been documented by this project. 

Section 4
SURVEY METHODOLOGY & RESULTS
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Resources re-surveyed in this field survey included:

Table 1: Resources Re-surveyed

Survey Results

A total of 247 historic resources were surveyed during Phase One of the Chatham County Historic Resources Survey. A 
survey index listing each resource’s GNAHRGIS number, address, potential National Register eligibility, current use, date of 
construction, building type and architectural style, where applicable, can be found in the appendices. These resources can 
be broken down by the historic resource categories identified by the National Park Service (Table 2).

Construction Dates

By tallying resource construction dates by decade, it is possible to see periods of heightened development as well as which 
periods are best represented on the landscape today.

Original and Current Use

The overwhelming majority of resources surveyed qualify as single family residences, based on current use. A total of 
221 resources, or 89.84% of the resources surveyed, could be attributed to this category. The remaining resources are 
churches, commercial buildings, cemeteries, or structures.

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Architectural Styles

The architecture of the survey area exhibits limited variation in styles, representative of local trends, available materials, 
demographics, location, use, and increasing population and industry. Resources with earlier construction dates (prior to 
1960) exhibited vernacular styles, representative of the local demographics and the rural nature of the area.

As shown in Table 6, the majority of resources recorded were found to be in the Plain-Style, due in part to the large number 
of ranch type houses surveyed. This is indicative of Chatham County’s outward development trends of residential buildings 
as population and industry increased in the County.

General Outline of Styles

This outline provides a general overview of the various academic architectural styles that can be found within the survey 
area. An architectural and historical context is provided that describes the development of these styles based on trends 
evidenced at the local, regional, and national level. Definitions of styles are pulled from the Georgia House Types guide and 
definitions compiled by the Georgia Historic Preservation Division.

Section 5
ARCHITECTURAL ANALYSIS
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COLONIAL REVIVAL

The Colonial Revival style was first popularized through the first half of the twentieth century. Since then it has had many 
resurgences and style components incorporated into later residential designs. A popular resurgence occurred from the 
1940s through the 1960s. The Colonial Revival style typically has a symmetrical facade. The main entrance may feature a 
pediment with ornamentation such as pilasters or columns. Features such as broken pediments, fan lights, and sidelights 
are associated with the style. A common feature of the Colonial Revival style is double-hung windows with multi-pane 
glazing.31

In the study area, resources recorded as Colonial Revival style included four Ranch houses, one Front-gable Church, and 
one Unidentified house type (two-story). All resources are associated with the resurgence of the Colonial Revival Style from 
the 1940s through the 1960s.

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CRAFTSMAN

The Craftsman style was popularized in the early 20th century in Georgia. The style originated in California and spread 
across the country through pattern books and magazines. Influenced by the English Arts and Crafts movement, this house 
style became the most popular small house in the country. One-story examples are commonly referred to as Bungalows. 
The Craftsman style typically features low-pitched gable roofs with wide eaves and exposed roof rafters. Common features 
of the Craftsman style are tapered wood columns set on masonry bases and multi-pane sashes over a single pane sash 
double hung windows.32

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CONTEMPORARY

The Contemporary style is based on the idea of expressing the form of the building rather than focusing on ornamentation. 
Scale and proportions are integral to this style. The Contemporary style typically can be identified by accentuated features 
such as exposed roof beams, wide overhanging eaves, and bold roof lines. Aluminum Awning windows, window walls, and 
fixed plate glass windows are a common identifying feature. The Contemporary style can also be simplistic in nature; 
however, the form, scale, and proportions can still be clearly seen.33

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PLAIN-STYLE RANCH (RESIDENTIAL)

The residential version of the Plain-style is an asymmetrical one-story building with a low-pitched roof. Developed in 
California c.1935, the style was used more widely by the 1940s, becoming the dominant style for many ranch houses in 
the 1950s and 1960s. These houses are clad in wood or brick and occasionally have decorative iron or wood porch posts. 
The style often incorporates a large private outdoor space behind the home.34

HALL-PARLOR

The hall-parlor house is comprised of two rooms of different sizes. Access to the larger room, known as the hall, was used 
for various purposes. Hall-parlor houses are commonly gabled in design and are heated by one or two flues or external 
chimneys.35

GEORGIAN COTTAGE

The Georgian Cottage is recognizable by its layout featuring a central hallway flanked by two rooms on each side. The layout 
is typically square or nearly square, with a roof typically hipped but occasionally gabled. Chimneys can be found on the 
exterior walls at times, but are typically situated within the interior of the house between each set of rooms.36

SINGLE PEN HOUSE

Single-pen houses are small, square or rectangular houses with gabled roofs and varied door, window, and chimney 
placements. They consist of a single unit and are sometimes partitioned into two rooms. Because of their limited space, 
single-pen houses were often expanded, making original single-pen houses rare today.37

BUNGALOW

The bungalow house is long, low, and rectangular with an irregular floor plan. Roofs are generally low-pitched with wide 
eaves and often cover the porches. The form was popular in Georgia between 1900 and 1930, appearing in both urban 
and rural areas. The two most common of the four subtypes are front and side-gabled bungalows, followed by hipped 
bungalows. Cross-gabled bungalows are rare.38

AMERICAN SMALL HOUSE

The American small house form is a three to five room one-story house, with an irregular floor plan. They generally have 
moderately pitched side-gabled roofs, sometimes with small wings or rear ells. Windows are typically simplistic in form 
and placement though some later American Small Houses may exhibit more modern windows such as corner windows or 
picture windows. This form was popular in Georgia from the 1930s to the 1950s.39

EXTENDED AMERICAN SMALL HOUSE

The extended American small house has the basic three to five room one-story floor plan of an American small house, as 
well as an additional wing. The houses have moderately pitched side-gabled roofs with the wings sitting under a separate 
gable.40

RANCH HOUSE

The ranch house type is long, narrow, and rectangular. It may have projections from the main body of the building and 
has a low-pitched roof. Functions are organized within the house, with bedrooms at one end, the main entry and living 
spaces toward the center, and a garage or carport at the other end. There are eight major ranch house subtypes, but only 
two appear within the study area. The Courtyard subtype has two wings surrounding a courtyard, and the Linear subtype is 
longer than other subtypes of ranch houses, which also makes it appear longer.41

SPLIT LEVEL HOUSE

The split level house has three levels, two of which are stacked on top of each other and one set between these first two 
levels. The main entry is near the center at the intermediate level, and a garage typically forms the lowest level.42 This house 
type exhibits characteristics similar to the ranch house such as a long, narrow, and rectangular form. The most noticeable 
distinction is the two story section. Half flight stairs typically lead up from the first floor to the two story section and down 
to the basement level.43

Like many houses in the 
region, they include front porches and vary in their academic style.

FRONT GABLE CHURCH

The only church type identified within the survey is the Front Gable church. This type is one of the most common 
types found in Georgia. As implied by the name this type features a front gable roof and generally has the form of a 
straightforward box, though additions are common. Other identifying features might include one to two doors at the 
entrance and three to five windows on the sides of the building. Although rarely original, steeples or belfries are common 
additions to the roof.44

Multiple retail commercial buildings are typically one story with sloped or flat roofs and have a three-bay storefront. 
Storefronts are commonly identical.45

SINGLE RETAIL

A single retail building is a standalone unit constructed either individually or alongside other buildings. These structures 
were predominantly built in small and large towns, featuring flat or sloping roofs and typically having facades with three-
bays. The team only surveyed one single retail store and it does not exhibit the typical typology despite it being a single 
commercial establishment.46

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TRANSVERSE CRIB BARN

The transverse crib barn is notable for its entrance located on the gable end. This type of barn typically comprises three 
or more adjoining cribs flanking a broad central runway. Usually of frame construction, transverse crib barns often have a 
spacious hayloft below a gable or gambrel roof.47

PRIVATE COMMUNITY CEMETERY

Community cemeteries typically originate as family cemeteries and evolve into places that serve the wider community. In 
older or more traditional burial grounds, the community cemetery may be the sole available burial area in a particular 
region. Often, community cemeteries are located near other local points of interest such as churches, intersections, 
and town centers. These cemeteries vary in size and shape, but they are typically positioned in accessible areas for the 
community. Additionally, they are often situated on land that is less suitable for agriculture and are typically a small portion 
of a larger tract of land.48

RURAL CHURCH CEMETERY

The key defining aspect of religious or church cemeteries is the common religious beliefs shared by those interred together. 
The size and vitality of the hosting congregation, along with the legal designation of the land, play significant roles in 
determining the size and layout of this type of cemetery. Rural church cemeteries are usually situated alongside a place of 
worship. If located separately from the place of worship, these cemeteries are likely to comprise the entire parcel and be 
designed accordingly.49

FAMILY CEMETERY

Family cemeteries hold the remains of individuals from the same familial group. This often results in a predominance 
of a few surnames within the cemetery. A common indicator of a family cemetery is its name, which typically reflects 
the dominant surname(s) present in the burial ground. Burials in these cemeteries are often grouped by surname, with 
children interred near their parents. They are typically small in size, containing fewer than 100 burials. These burial grounds 
are often situated within a specific area on land that was originally owned or utilized by the family.50

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Condition

The majority of the resources assessed are in fair to good condition, with “good” indicating a strong structural integrity 
and no visible signs of decay or substantial damage. The rural setting of the resources presents various factors that 
contribute to deterioration or vacancy. Resources showing notable deterioration tend to be older or have been impacted by 
recent commercial or transportation development. The deterioration observed includes structural instability, overgrowth of 
vegetation, and visible decay. No specific areas were identified as having a high concentration of any particular condition. 
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It is recommended that more funding be sought for the comprehensive completion of survey work in all of Chatham County. 
Between the Coastal Historic Survey and this project, much of the county has been recorded in recent years with only 
a small portion remaining. With more funding, a more complete recordation of a “moment in time” of the mid twentieth 
century could be completed for utilization and reference in generations to come. While survey work is best completed every 
ten years, the reality is that survey opportunities are more limited, making the completion of this larger countywide goal 
more important. The areas still yet to be surveyed include the area around west of the port of Savannah and Highway 17, 
where a significant number of resources are located that have not been recently recorded. 

With regards to the preservation of resources within the survey bounds, it is recommended that owners of multiple 
resources seek individual designation as local landmarks to gain protection from demolition and oversight from the 
Chatham County Historic Preservation Commission. In particular the Jacob Fox Gould House (GNAHRGIS #5749), Carrie 
E. Gould House (GNAHRGIS #5759), Bethel Church (GNAHRGIS #289108), Hopeton Plantation Cemetery/Woodstock 
(GNAHRGIS #5748), and Single Pen House (GNAHRGIS #290478) could receive greater oversight and preservation 
protections by way of the Certificate of Appropriateness 
(COA) design review process. Further, the Jacob Fox 
Gould House and the Carrie E. Gould House specifically 
would benefit from more enhanced preservation 
protection from the application of a preservation 
easement as these two resources are architecturally and 
historically significant. 

The county would benefit from greater interpretation 
and awareness of the history and amenities associated 
with the Savannah Ogeechee Canal. Despite the canal’s 
importance to the story of Savannah’s agricultural and 
port success, the Savannah Ogeechee Canal Museum 
and Nature Center and other trailhead sites along the 
canal are not widely known or utilized.

Due to the rural and discontiguous nature of the historic 
resources within the survey bounds, no clear areas for 
designation as historic districts exist.

Lastly, it should be noted that this survey does not 
change the existing National Register nomination 
or listing in any way, including but not limited to: 
contributing/noncontributing status of properties, 
period of significance, boundaries, and/or additional 
documentation. Any amendments, additional information, 
increase or decrease of boundaries must be made 
through the formal National Register process outlined in 
36 CFR 60, as amended.
